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PASTORõS WORD: GLOSSALALIA 

 

Students of words can see the word, òglossaryó in this Bible 

term and so know that glossalalia has something to do with 

words. Indeed, glossalalia refers to speaking in tongues. You can 

read about it in Acts 2 and in 1 Corinthians 12-14.  

These are two distinct uses. In Acts 2 the Holy Spirit comes 

down upon all the disciples and they utter praises to God using 

many of the languages of the known wor ld. Their words were 

clear and what they were saying was understood by other people 

who happened to speak that language. We do not know if this 

ever happened again.  

In 1 Corinthians, speaking in tongues is listed as one 

spiritual gift among many. In this passage, we read that what 

people said was not understood by others or by the tongue-

speakers themselves. They needed to have somebody interpret 

their Spirit-led speech.  

Some Christians in all denominations speak in tongues 

today. There are congregations and even whole denominations 

that encourage people to do it. They are called òCharismaticsó 

and òPentecostalsó and the movement òPentecostalismó is; for 

example, the United Pentecostal Church and the Assemblies of 

God, among others. 

A number of Lutherans are able to speak in tongues by the 

Holy Spirit. We believe that we are following 1 Corinthians by 

considering it a gift given by God to whom and when he chooses. 

It is not meant for everybody. Consequently, like all spiritual gifts, 

there is a reason you have it: it is for Godõs use. Speaking in 

tongues is a blessing but it does not make a person a better 

Christian than others. Indeed the highest goal is to give ourselves 

in holy love, according to 1 Corinthians 13.

What does this mean? 

We are to fear and love God so that we do not curse, swear, practice magic, lie or deceive using Godôs name, 

but instead use that very name in every time of need to call on, pray to, praise, and give thanks to God.  

 

One thing I have noticed about adults who get converted from a self-centered life to a Christ-centered 

life: the change in language. Their language gets cleaned up both from profanity and swearing. They love and 

honor God and begin to express it in more respectful speech.  

Howôs your every day speech? It is best to reserve Godôs name to express praise and prayer. Godôs 

name is high and holy. It lifts up, so do not drag it in the mud. Let others hear it in what you say and in what 

you donôt say. Godôs name stands for life, love and forgiveness. Donôt use it to ñdamnò or yell at others.  

He really is serious about this. One reason is because you and I are the first Bible that non-believers 

ñread.ò If we are different in a good way, we may help others seek out the good Lord in their time of need.

ñThe Grand Ledge Lutheranò was the name of the Immanuel Lutheran Church newsletter in the 1930ôs. 

The Reverend Elmer F. Klingensmith was the acting pastor during this time period. Sunday School was held at 

10:00 am and the ñDivine Serviceò (Worship) was at 11:00 am with an evening service at 7:30 pm. 

The March 27 evening service was entitled ñThe Sinlessness of Jesus.ò The midweek Lent Services 

were held on Wednesday evenings at 8:00 pm. 

The April 1938 newsletter announcements included the following: 

ñThe Ladies Aid and Missionary Society met Friday in the home of Mrs. Herbert Berner, at 8:00 pm; Tommy 

Clark was struck by a car while playing ball and sustained a broken leg; the Palm Sunday theme will be 

ñDecisive Religion.ò Members suffering from late winter illnesses are recovering and again able to attend 

services. Central Michigan Luther Leaguers Convention to meet at Zion Lutheran Church in Ann Arbor on 

Sunday, May 15, 1938. 
 

(Editorial Note: The original bulletins from this period are on display in the Memorial Case in the Narthex, for 

members to view. It is interesting to note that local Grand Ledge advertisers helped sponsor the cost of the 

printing the church bulletins.)
